Gentlemen:
The Report of the Secretary for the year 1972 is presented herewith.

The number of Members increased by 2, 800, but decreases in the Senior
Member, Associate and Student membership resulted in a net increase of
only 741 members during the year. Seven per cent of the membership
continue to reside outside of the United States and Canada,

There was a slight decrease in Group and Society enrollments. Forty-eight
per cent of the members participate in these technical units of the Institute.
Of the 31 Groups and Societies, nine had Society status by the end of 1972,

Seven new Sections were established during 1972, three of them outside
the United States and Canada (Australia, Panama and Poland).

During 1972, 25,694 pages were published in the regular journals of the
Institute, which is approximately the same number of pages published in
the previous year. About 90% of the pages published by IEEE continue to be
those appearing in the publications of the Groups and Societies. Intensive
control of printing costs brought the average cost per page of TRANSAC-
TIONS from $67 to $62. Microfilm editions of IEEE Journals, including the
entire backfile of TRANSACTIONS and PROCEEDINGS, were successfully
introduced during the year. IEEE SPECTRUM improved its coverage,
readability and utility to members, as attested by the favorable response
of many readers. A Student Advisory Board, established by the Editor
during 1972, provides inputs to SPECTRUM as they relate to Student needs.
Five special issues of PROCEEDINGS were published during the year.
Seven books of selected reprints were published by the IEEE PRESS during
its first full year of operation, bringing the list of IEEE PRESS titles to
nine. Advertising increased over the preceding year, reflecting the start
of an upturn in the electrical and electronics industry,.

Early in 1972, a questionnaire asking for expressions of opinion on eight
major program areas was sent to all members in the United States. A sub-
stantial majority of the respondents favored an extension of IEEE's activi-
ties to support the interest of members in professional fields (nontechnical
as well as technical). After detailed consideration of the questionnaire
returns and other opinions, the Board recommended proposed Constitutional
amendments which were subsequently adopted by an overwhelming majority
(approximately 86%) of voting members. The necessary programs are being
undertaken to implement the expanded activities now permitted under the
amended Constitution and related change in IEEE's Certificate of Incorpora-
tion.
